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Levi Strauss (Solution)
In 1850 the California gold rush was in full swing.  So many people had moved to the area in the hope of finding gold there that there was a shortage of everyday items.  Levi Strauss, a 20-year old immigrant, left New York for San Francisco with a small supply of dry goods.

Shortly after his arrival, a gold miner wanted to know what Strauss was selling.  When Strauss told him he had rough canvas to use for tents and wagon covers, the miner said, 'You should have brought trousers!', adding that he couldn't find a pair which was tough enough to last.  Strauss immediately had the idea of having the canvas made into trousers.
